TUITION

ABOUT THE INSTITUTE, HOUSING and TRANSPORTATION:

This
camp is sponsored through the educational outreach program and is meant to be an educational
experience for young, up-and-coming theatre technicians that are in need of making professional
theatre connections. Since some of you will be living away from home for an extended period,
younger technicians are not encouraged to apply.
